Ten years ago, academician A.A. Baranov, our permanent leader in pediatrics, suggested me to try my hand at being the editor-in-chief, a completely new
capacity for me, of the pediatric journal on rational pharmacotherapy «Pediatric Pharmacology» which by that time changed several directors and was close to
suppression... Refusal would mean the fear of difficulties, doubt in my own abilities and skills; generally, | would admit defeat without a fight, which, of course, is
not common for me and my team. As a result, | accepted the offer.

That was the way how the new life of the academic journal «Pediatric Pharmacology» began. The journal has become more attractive for readership: fashionably
fuchsia, glossy issue of good printing and typesetting quality. Of course, the external brand appeal is not the main characteristic. The journal became very popular
because it provides the readership with extremely necessary information for pediatric practice: clinical recommendations and guidelines, clinical cases, national
and foreign news in pediatrics, qualified scientific research, and illustrations from the daily practice of a pediatrician.

The last ten years passed like greased lightning, looking back | once again pay tribute to the wisdom of Alexander Alexandrovich. The journal is still printed and
has carved out a niche among not a very wide range of titles which publish only evidence-based and valuable articles. The journal is well known among the Russian
doctors (pediatricians, pediatric surgeons, other pediatric specialists, nurses, and representatives of «adult» medicine who often ask us to send them fresh issues).
The journal is consistently improving and is on its way of entering the world best peer-reviewed and abstracted databases which takes much efforts ...It is time to
think about the perspective. At a moment | have suddenly realized that 10 years in the current context is a long time interval! During this period an incredible leap in
technological innovations was made: the most popular 10 years ago Nokia cell phones disappeared and a lot of people use only iPhones; libraries stopped buying
periodical titles in print and store all the information and archives in electronic format; the entire medical document circulation became electronic (and only
prosecutors are still waiting for the piles of paper presenting case histories). In the airplanes a passenger is not suggested reading newspapers or journals: before
the flight one is offered to download some publications; and even schoolchildren can bring only one e-book instead of inaccessible backpacks with textbooks ...
The world has changed and we must follow in the same fairway.

Please, do not be scared! We will not stop publishing «Pediatric Pharmacology” but will use more possibilities of its electronic version. To begin with, we ask the
members of the Union of Pediatricians of Russia to express their opinion about which copy they prefer to receive (in print or electronic): please, in response to our
letter tick the corresponding box. Then you can use any format of the journal because the journal has become open access since this year and the wider it differs in
our pediatric community — the better! This journal, we feel strongly, is a product of a really good quality which creation brings us true pleasure! Enjoy the reading
no matter the electronic or traditionally printed version of the journal, our beloved readers! As they say we will be happy if you will be happy!
