Global trends in vaccination werediscussed in detail at the first National Assembly the «Protected Generation», which was organized for the first time
during the Congress. Thediscussionofthe relevance and timeliness of the inclusion in the National Immunization Calendar of specific immunoprophylaxis
of human papillomavirus infection has attracted the most attention of the participants. In this issue, we publish the complete version of a new manuscript
on the cost-effectiveness of HPV vaccination presented at the Congress as an abstract by A. Plakida(read the article «Analysis of the Economic and Socio-

primary care pediatric nurses of medical organizations of the Trans-Baikal Territory» on p. 116).

Withoutexaggeration, strictadherence to clinical practice guidelines, protocols and standards was the leitmotif of practically all sessions of the February
Congress. Do not overlook the new clinical guidelines published in this issue — «Modern approaches to the management of urticaria in children» on p. 67
and «Loop tubulopathies: Bartter’'s syndrome» on p. 85.

The statements «<Human microbiome as the foundation of health» or «the microbiome role in the development of the disease» perfectly reflect the fact
that «<new is actually well-forgotten old». Newfactsaboutskin microbiome dysbiosisand its correlation with atopic dermatitis in children are presented on p. 91.

A great discussion of all topicspresented at the VIII Eurasian Forum on Rare Diseases, held during the Congress, is presenited in the paper by
N.D.Vashakmadze«Orphan diseases — rare but important!»on p. 119.

Asyoucansee, during the Congress you managed to hear a lot, learn a lot and argue a lot ... But most importantly, the Congress is just a part of a complex
process called Continuing Medical Education, which is carried out by our unique professional association - the Union of Pediatricians of Russia.
