We held the 19th Convention of Pediatricians of Russia in early March. It was dedicated to the 95th anniversary of our
professional association and it became definitely the most significant pediatric event of the pediatric agenda during the spring
period of 2022. Its role for the entire community of specialists working with children could hardly be overestimated as he program
has included everything: lectures with latest news of medical science, analysis of clinical cases, discussions on the most crucial
issues of pediatrics and other “related” specialties, round tables, expert groups meetings, speeches from foreign speakers,
manufacturers, lawyers, representatives of the Ministry of Health of Russian Federation, Federal Compulsory Medical Insurance
Fund, Russian Orthodox Church, discussion of medical ethical issues (pediatrics included), psychology and pedagogy issues,
establishment of moral values in Russian young generation. All this is covered in details in the Convention post-release and in brief
messages on individual meetings of the Forum. The resolution was adopted on the results of the Convention.

Our colleagues have double downed on their daily activities trying to make only evidence-based decisions and, therefore,
clinical guidelines became very relevant (we publish two documents in this issue — Clinical Guidelines on the Management of
Children with aHUS and Cystic Fibrosis), as well as literature reviews (read about gastrointestinal disorders in children with ASD
and about skin lesions in children with COVID-19), and digests of the latest medical news.

The habit to share interesting clinical cases with each other has continued on the pages of this journal. Read more about the
patients whose stories are presented by doctors from Moscow and other cities of our country.

It is notable that pediatricians were the last to hold their congress off-line before the start of the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020,
and we were the first to open a series of hybrid events with in-person participation in 2021 and 2022. We have dreamed about
this opportunity to meet our colleagues face to face, eye to eye, for many months during COVID-19 limitations. And now, | want to
emphasize after taking the new look at all these events, that this is really significant, pediatricians are very good people as their
dreams come true! Make it happen!
