Chronic illness has been defined as a disorder with
a protracted course that can be fatal or associated with
a relatively normal life span despite impaired physical or
mental functioning. Such an iliness frequently shows a period
of acute exacerbations requiring intensive medical attention.
Chronic illness or disease differs from acute illness in that,
it is treatable yet not curable, thus needs management
for long periods of time, and therefore the responsibility
for the management of the iliness is shared with and/or
transferred to the child and family (1). Although any individual
childhood illness is rare and each has its own prevalence,
it is estimated that up to 20% of the school — age population
has a medical iliness or disabling condition. Children with
chronic diseases need health and other services different in
type and broader than those that children in general need.

Croatian notes and local experience in Dubrovnik
according chronically ill children: The Croatian Constitution
stresses that modern Croatian society is based on respect of
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the program. The EPA scientific program is 98% completed
and will match the necessities of our delegates: clinical
achievements, clinical research including ethics and good
criteria for trials and health promotion. The selected faculty
will ensure the quality and interest of the carefully selected
topics. As is a norm for us, the poster sessions will be given
special treatment. Please do not miss this opportunity to
participate in these guided presentations. Certainly the
special symposium on Rubella & Measles Eradication jointly
developed with the WHO and IPA promises to be a paradigm
of quality. All this in the unique Scottish panorama makes
this meeting irresistible.

human rights, democracy and a civil society. Therights include
all rights given to citizens of the European Union. Special rights
are determined for particularly vulnerable patient groups —
children, persons with special health care needs, psychiatric
patients, the elderly, and persons with terminal diseases.
The approach we wish to present is based on consideration
of the specifics of our situation in Croatia and represents one
of the possible models for the solution of these problems in
the local community of the city of Dubrovnik, with the special
attention on chronically ill children and children with the
special health care needs and developing partnerships
between the health service and patients (2).

In the Republic of Croatia costs of treatment for
chronically ill children and children with disabilities are
covered by the health insurance. Additional rights are
realized though the Centre for social work based on the
By-law on composition and work of bodies responsible for
exercising social welfare rights and other rights based on
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special regulations and By-law on the right of parents of
children with severe disabilities on leave or part-time work
hours. The Ministry of Health and Social Care of the Republic
of Croatia in 2006 had under its care 15,000 children
with special health care needs or 1,5% of total number
of children in Croatia were included in some of the social
care programs. Ministry of Science, Education and Sports
of the Republic of Croatia in 2006 had under its care
18034 children with special health care needs or 1,7% of
total number of children in Croatia were involved in regular
system of training and education. Behind this, parents
and families have a sense of being abandoned and left
for self-caring!

In order to achieve a quality partnership with civil
associations/parents, at the initiative of Children’s Department
of Dubrovnik General Hospital in year 2002 the association of
chronically ill children and their parents “Together to Health”
has been founded and it celebrates its 10th anniversary this
year. Their work has been accomplished through collaboration
of associations of chronically ill persons and Center for
Patients Relations (CPR) General Hospital Dubrovnik. This
was a pilot project of Ministry of Health of the Republic of
Croatia and General Hospital Dubrovnik. The aim of CPR was
to inform patients and medical staff about their rights and
duties, ensuring the access to the medical information about
the treatment, promotion of solidarity and equality in access
of health care, activation of the public in participation, creating
and implementation of health protection and establishing
partnership on the local level.

As a particularly valuable method, we will talk about
work with patient’'s (parents and children) associations
acting at the local level. “Together to Health” works on
promotion on children’s rights before, during and after the
hospitalization pursuant to the European Association for
Children in Hospital, being its associated member since
2008, helping chronically ill children and their families.
Goals of the association are: establishing partnership with
doctors and social care through:

e education about chronic disease and its therapy

e finding a way for easier communication with health
care insurance program

¢ finding additional sources of financial support

The association works through several sections;
groups for asthma, coeliac disease, diabetes, rheumatoid
arthritis, autism, malignancy. Asthma group: Asthma school
started in 2000. This was the first activity between medical
staff and parent’s and children’s association. In the first years
there were about 20 kids and their parents that gathered
monthly, but in the last years they turned to an individual

6TH EUROPAEDIATRICS JOINTLY HELD

The 6th Europaediatrics, the biennial conference of the
European Paediatric Association, will be held jointly with the
RCPCH Annual Conference. The Europaediatrics congress is
the highlight of the activities of the European Paediatric
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approach. Every year they organize the celebration of the
World asthma day. Coeliac group: they are members of
the Union of Croatian coeliac societies with total number of
42 children from Dubrovnik Neretva County. Their activities
comprise annual manifestation “Coeliac week” and in 2002 it
joined national campaign “When bread aches”. They also
organize different children activities; support its members
with grants like bread making machines for children with
coeliac disease. They also supply churches with Hosts for
children. The Rheumatoid arthritis group and autistic
group are last organized ones.

Parents of chronically ill children can be hospitalized
with their children without any additional costs during
the entire child hospitalization. For children who need
hospitalization outside Dubrovnik, and are to be hospitalized
at University Paediatrics Clinics in Zagreb, the association
“Together to Health” has provided an apartment in Zagreb
with no charges for accommodation. The apartment for the
needs of these families was bought from the funds raised
through numerous humanitarian actions and with help of the
City. Apartment is available for several children and families
at the same time. The association every year participates in
tenders for getting the City’s and County’s support. Also big
market chains from Dubrovnik donate food and toiletry. More
about their work is on http://zajedno-do-zdravija.hr/

Diabetic children started with “Together to Health”,
but from 2005 they separated in organization “Sweat Life”.
They organize educational and the recreational camps
for children during winter and summer holidays. Children
with malignancies work together with “Sanus” organization
from Split.

In conclusion, The “Centre for patient relations” was
established with the aim of improving communication and
developing quality partnerships between the General hospital
and persons requiring its services — the patients. “Together
to Health” is an example of the partnership with parents of
the chronically ill children and their parents with the hospital
and the local community in respect to their rights for the
best possible treatment considering the socio-cultural and
psychosocial characteristics of the community in which the
patient lives.

JOINT WHEEZING SESSION BY EPA

AND THE JOURNAL OF PEDIATRICS

at the Excellence in Paediatrics (EiP)

Conference in Madrid on 1st December 2012

The recently established affiliation of EPA with the
Journal of Pediatrics (USA) was acknowledged at the EiP
2012 conference through a joint session on wheezing. The
session was a concurrent lecture titled How to evaluate and
treat wheezing in the pre-school child, and it was chaired
by EPAs Secretary General, Professor Massimo Pettoello-
Mantovani (lower photo). There were two invited prominent
speakers with subject matter expertise, Professor Andrew
Bush from Imperial College, and Professor Robert Wilmott
from the Saint Louis University School of Medicine in
Missouri. The session discussed how current devices could
be used in clinical practice to help diagnose patients with
wheezing, and to guide their paediatricians on selecting
an appropriate treatment. It also explored some of the
already available and most valuable applications for such
devices, including the often forgotten aspect of how to
find these applications and how to use them. Both high
attendance and encouraging feedback were attracted
from the conference delegates. Comments such as
“Best presentation in the conference” and “Excellent
end to the conference” were shared immediately after
the session and they captured the general atmosphere
very well.

EPA PLAYS A LEADING ROLE IN TWO

NEW INTERNATIONAL CHILD HEALTH INITIATIVES

Active at two multidisciplinary health summits

held on the 29-30th November 2012

In addition to the joint session on wheezing at
Excellence in Paediatrics (EiP) 2012 conference, EPA was
also a key actor in two new child health initiatives. These
are long term programmes which seek to understand and
to independently improve the two important paediatric
areas of breastfeeding and acute allergic reactions,
particularly anaphylaxis. On 29-30th November, the Global
Breastfeeding and the Anaphylaxis Initiatives both had their
first international summits at the Excellence in Paediatrics
(EiP) 2012 conference in Madrid.

The Global Breastfeeding Initiative was the first and the
larger of the two summits. It seeks to identify and reduce
the barriers to breastfeeding, so that more newborn children
could get the valuable immediate and long term health
benefits that breastfeeding can provide. More information
about this initiative is available on http://breastfeeding.

The second summit was held for the Anaphylaxis Initiative,
which will initially focus on Europe alone. The problem
here is that anaphylaxis, due to its unpredictable nature,
kills too many children because the preparedness for it is
too low, and because guidelines are not followed by doctors
when cases suddenly arrive. The pre-summit survey and
the Anaphylaxis Summit discussions both demonstrated a
clear need to educate general paediatricians in this area.
